Pageant Details

During the Miss Berry Princess Pageant and the Little Miss Shortcake Pageant:

1. Each contestant will be escorted to the stage by her Father (or other
adult). _

2. Contestants will be introduced and will be asked simple questions such as

the name of their favorite pet or their favorite color. It will be something
fun for the contestant,

3. Once the Contestant finishes speaking, she will select a bag from the
table on the stage and return to her place on the stage.

4. All contestants will hold their bags until everyone has one selected,

5. All contestants will open their bags at the same time,

6. The contestant holding the trophy from the bag that has the word
"Princess” or "Shortcake" on the ’rr'thy plate will be our winner. There will
be two trophies in each pageant with the word "Attendant” on the trophy.
The contestants holding these ftrophies will be our Attendants.

Requirements

1. A $10 entry fee (cash only) and a school photo or candid snapshot no larger than
5x7 must accompany application. (Pictures will not be returned)

2. Entrants in the Miss Berry Princess Pageant must be between 7-9 years old at

the time of the pageant. Little Miss Shortcake entrants must be 4-6 years old at
the time of the pageant.



3. All entrants must attend Tuscarawas Valley Local School district.

4. All entry fees are non-refundable and must be received (with photo) no later
than Saturday, April 25™ 2009,

6. Entrants may not wear make-up during the pageant.

7. Entrants must dress in {uhife, red, or pink summer dresses with clean white
tennis shoes or sandals (NO party or pageant type dresses).

8. Parent or Guardian must remain with contestants at all times except when the

confestant is on stage. A parent or guardian of Little Miss Shortcake contestants
may go on stage with the child if reeded. Appropriate attire is required,

9. The Strawberry Festival has permission to use any photo in which the
contestants appear and/or names of the contestants for publicity.

10. All contestants rﬁusT attend a dress rehearsal Wednesday, June 17" at 6pm for

Little Miss Shortcake contestants and at 7pm for Miss Berry Princess Contestants
at All About Children, 10814 Ensley Dr. NE Bolivar.

11. If necessary, an elimination round will be held on Thursday, June 18™, to narrow
the field to 20 contestants (for each pageant). Each girl will come on stage,
introduce herself, and pull an object out of a bag. There will be one object per
confestant, but only 20 will be marked. The 20 contestants that pull the marked
objects will advance to the final round on Friday for the Miss Berry Princess
Pageant or Saturday for the Little Miss Shortcake Pageant. The confestants that
pull the unmarked objects are eliminated and will not participate in the Pageants
Friday or Saturday. However, all contestants will participate in Saturday's Bolivar
Strawberry Festival Parade and will keep their Pageant T-shirts,
